The osnoise tracers enable the simulation of common HPC workload while tracing all the external sources of
noise in an optimized way. This was discussed two years ago. The rtla osnoise adds an easy-to-use interface
for osnoise, enabling the tracer to the masses. rtla was discussed last year. These tools now are available and
in use by members of this community in their daily activities.
